“People will forget what you said and did, but they will never forget how you made them feel.  A significant number of people are feeling Barack.  He has the Click Factor, and Hillary is still working on hers,” says networking guru George Fraser, in his new book, CLICK:  Ten Truths to Building Extraordinary Relationships.

The combination of all of these qualities increases his click factor, which is a combination and rating of chemistry, fit and timing,” says Fraser, a networking expert and leader, who over the last 25 years, has built one of the largest and most influential networks in America.  
“To increase her chemistry factor, Senator Clinton must continue to demonstrate her personal strengths, while at the same time emote and display her inherent feminine sensibilities if she is to solidify her strong feminine base,” says Fraser. Chemistry weighs in as the most important and Timing as the least important.  Nonetheless, all must be present to CLICK.  At the moment, Obama rates strongly on all three factors.  Hillary rates strongly on Fit and Timing.  

Does that mean Obama is going to win the presidency?  “No not at all,” says George.  “Fit and Timing has a very strong influence on CLICKING with people, so in my Click Factor rating system, out of a possible 10 stars, Barack has 9 and Hillary has 8.  It is a long road and anything can happen.”

Fraser says, “The most important Click Factor for Obama, long-term, is Timing:  Is America ready to elect a Black male or its first female?  Will Obama suffer the Bradley Effect?—high poll ratings as a result of politically correct responses to politically race sensitive questions, but entirely different election results when people actually close the curtain and vote.  Black candidates Tom Bradley of California and Douglas Wilder of Virginia both experienced this “phenomenon” when running for statewide offices.”  Either way, history will be made, and a very strong diversity and inclusion signal will be sent to all Americans and around the world,” says Fraser.
